d. Self-declaration that the bidder’s business activities are not suspended or debarred 

from public procurement by the State Government of Meghalaya, any other State 
Government or Government of India. 

 
9. Evaluation of Quotations: The Purchaser will evaluate and compare the quotations that are 

determined to be substantially responsive i.e., which 

(a) are properly signed; and 
(b) Confirm to the terms and conditions and specifications. 
(c) Any historical information, if required may be asked from the bidders during evaluation 

of quotes. 
 

10. Award of contract: The Purchaser will award the supply orders to the bidders whose 
quotations have been determined to be substantially responsive and who has offered the 
lowest evaluated quotation price.

3. The bottle should be sealed with either 
aluminium or plastic (either PP/HDPE/PP/PE) 
caps with inner non-reactive silicon rubber 
lining. 

a) Proper directions for use, literature and 
observation sheet in English should be 
provided for use of the bottle for water 
testing in the field. 

b) The test should not give either "False 
Positive" or "False Negative" results. 

4. The shelf life of the media/chemicals in the 
vials shall be at least 24 months from the date of 
purchase order. The manufacturing date shall 
be after the date of purchase order. 

5. 20 ml mark (for filling of sample water) should 
be clearly indicated on the vial bottle and not on 
the label.
